MILITANTS MAKE POLICE
RELEASE LEADERS

TORONTO, Oct 13—Mayor Hocken
submitted to the city council this
afternoon all the papers in connec-
tion with the negotiations for  the
purchase by the city of Toronto Rail-
way company and Toronto Electric
Light company. No action was taken,
and it is likely that the whole pro-
ject will be discussed at a special
meeting of the city council to be held
later in the week. It is expected that
an agreement will be reached in time
for the question to he submitted to
the ratepayers on January 1st, Be-
sides the correspondence between him-
self and Sir William Mackenzie, the
mayor submitted the reports of the
expert valuators engaged by the city.
For the railway, these were B. J.
Arnold, of Chicago, and John W,
Moyes, of Toronto; for the electric
light plant, R. A. Ross, of Montreal.
The price to be paid for the railway
property is $22,000,000, and for the
electric light plant $8,000,000.

This is how Mayor Hocken figured
out the value of what Toronto would
get in buying the Toronto railway
for $20,000,000, from the expert's re-

LONDON, October 13—After a fierce
struggle the police arrested Miss Syl-
via Pankhurst at Bow Heaths, in the
cast end of London, tonight, where
she was making a speech. But when
they got her outside the building,
with the intention of placing her in
a tax-cab and rushing her to Hollo-
.way jail, the militants attacked the
police so savagely that they let her
go and she escaped.

Miss Pankhurst, who has an unfin-
ished term of imuprisonment to serve
was not recognized until she threw
aside the disguise which enabled her
to clude the police and enter the
building. She was warmly applauded
as she stepped on the platform, but
had been speaking only a few min-
utes when detectives, accompanied by
a body of uniformed police with
drawn truncheons, entered the hall
and made a rush for the platform.

, The audience rose to their feet and
chairs began to fly through the air;
the invaders being the objective point.

Some of the people in the galleries
even dropped benches on their heads.
,The police gained the platform, and
for ten minutes a desperate battle
waged, the officers using their clubs
freely and those on the platform uti-
lizing chairs as weapons.

The police succeeded in dragging
Miss Pankhurst down to the floor of
the house while reinforcements clear-
ed the hall. Outside, the struggle
was renewed with greater fury. Men
and women were thrown down and
tramped upon. Concentrating the at-
tack on the policemen who had the
militant leader in their grasp, the
women, with the assistance of several
men succeeded in tearing her from
their grip, and she slipped away.
Some of the women afterwards com-
plained of having heen thrown down
and kicked by the police and many,
after the fracas, were seen nursing
. bruises. Miss Zelie Emerson, of Jack-
;son, Mich., whose imprisonment caus-
ed such a furore several months ago,
was one of those injured. Mrs. Lec.
who presided at the meeting and took
a conspicuous part in the attack on
the police, was arrested.

Miss Pankhurst later announced ‘her
intention to address a meeting at the
Popular town hall tomorrow night.

In these words the militant suffr~¢
ettes, at a meeting tonight pror sed
to take advantage of the wedding of
Prince Arthur of Connaught and the
Duchess of Fife, ‘‘for the good of the
cause.’’

KING'S COLLEGE FAD

A CLOSE CALL.

WINDSOR, Oct. 13.—Smoke was
seen issuing from one of the windows
of King's College, betwecen ten and
eleven o'clock this morning. On in-
vestigation a blaze wag discovered
in the clothes closet of Room. 5§, in
the upper story of the middle bay.
The college fire apparatus was at
once set in motion and an alarm
was sent in. The firemen responded
promptly but the students had the
fire under control bhefore the-arrival
of the brigade, However, the latter
cut through the ceiling and inner
roof to make sure that the fire was
completely out. Ten or fifteen min-
utes more headway and old King's
would have had small chance of be-,
ing saved. The origin of the fire is
a mystery.

scribers. Seldom ever does the sender
state whether the item is to appear

in the Morning Daily or in the Even-
ing Daily, whether for one or more
times in either Daily, or in both,

announcement, business local, classi-
fied, ad or otherwise, When for
church or charitable purposes they
seldom ever say so, or do not enclose
sufficient money to pay for same, all
of which will be returned by first
mail in the event of the item not be-
‘ng chargeable, or if more money is!
sent than necéssary to pay for the;
item the surplus will be returned at/
once, there being a greater discount
for cash with order for advertising of
churches etc than for regular busi-
ness. In all such cases the  Advertis-
ing department communicates with
the sender as quickly as possible by
mail or phone, often paying the mes-
senger service to get them to the
telephone if not too far distant, thus
saving all possible time. People write
this office to know if News, Letters to
Editors,etc., are charged for, and to

all such there is but one reply—all
items,etc, of a money making nature,
even though they be somewhat of a
new nature, are chargeable. For in-
stance, the advance notice or notices
of a concert, lecture, pie social,
picnic, etc, are chargeable if there is
an admission fee, silver collection,
sale of pies or sale of food or re-
freshments, etc. Advance notices of
purely religious gervices, even
though a silver collection is to be
taken up, are not chargeable, The
particulars of any of the above, after
they have been held, are, however,
news and thus not chargeable. The
news of the 'past, present or future
business, which is still being conduct-
ed, is chargeable, if it is apparent
that the object is to make the busi-
ness more widely known and thus in-
crease it. Versus accompanying death
notices are also chargeable. Even
items which are actual news and not
chargeable but once in either Morn-
ing Daily or Evening Daily or both
are chargeable for more than one in-
gertion, as they are thus not news
The above facts are given for the

purpose of assisting persons who
have items, etc., to mail to this of-

THE PHONE DIRECTORY.
It is surprising the large number of
people in Charlottetown who, when
they want to inquire about their
Morning Daily. Guardian ur subscrip-
tion, ask Central for the News phone
No. 132.3, instead of 132.2, or when
they want to inquire about advertis-
ing ask Central for the Subscription
phone No. 132-2, or for the News
