open their shops to the employment of
women paperhangers.

Never bhefore have industrial oppor-
tunities been open to the gentler sex
as in the past six nlonths, and the en-
try of women in the paperhanging
field lets down the bars, so to speak,
of a trade which has long been consid-
ered a. masculine occupation. But,
with the shortage of labor in it's pres:
ent acute stage, due to drafts for the
army, enlistments in the navy and
marine corps, employment of count-
less thousands in the shipbuilding
yards and other Government work,
the paperhangers became fewer in
number than ever hofore. This short-
age became so acute in some localit-
ies that the dealers not only employed
but welcomed, women who desired to
take up paperhanging as a trade.

Experiments were begun in several
localities as to the adaptability of wo-
men for this line of work, and their
employers were amazed with the suc-
cess of their new proteges, for they
were not only found to he more accur-
ate and painstaking in what they did,
but were found to be more rapid, and
(dn some cases completed their tasks
to one-third less time than their pre-
decessors, the men. And one top of
