The flow of Ara-
bic confused them. They went inio
whispered conference, At last one
of them asked: “You are not Peake

Pasha?” Lieut-col. Peake agreed
that he was. Without another word
they fled into the desert.

Episodes like that have been given
him high place in Arab estima-
tion. In the early days he went a-
mong them unarmed, heard their
grievances and d'd much to im-
lish, He became known as the man
prove thelr relations with the Eng-
without fear.

To-day his Arab Legion
protects the vital I.ati1 pipline.
Peake Pasha founded the Legion
himself. He was serving with the
Egyptain army when the last war
broke out, and he . joined Lawr-
ence in the Hedjaz section of the
Egyptian Expeditionary Force, Af-
ter the war, he formed the Arab
Legion from Kurds, Circass ons,
Turks, Arabs and Bedouins. They
brought law and order, where be-
fore were feuds and d'sruption,
They covered no less than twenty-
five thousand square miles of ter-
ritory and became famous in Trans-
jordan.

The exact strength of the Arab
Leg'on must remain secret, but it
numbers over fifteen hundred men.
The legion is largely mechanized.
They have an armoured car sec-
tion. They also have wide experi-
ence in protecting the oil pipl'ne.
For years now they have frustrated
the attempts of retel tribesmen to
break the oil lins. They know the
country intimately—and it's no joke
f'ghting in that ccuntry, if you
don’t.
