These roofs are at
their worst during thaws in winter
time. On the north side of the
building over the entrance to the
stairway, the plaster is badly brok-
en due to the water coming
through. Over the door the electric
wiring is in a wvery bad condition
and in- our opinion is dangerous.
We would recommend that this be
attended to at once, Over this door
on the outside the gutter is broken
away and water pours down direct-
ly over the door, making it very
disagreeable for those entering the
building. One of the conductors
here is not working. Several of the
conductors in different parts of the
building need repairing. It is our
opinion that the City is not deriv-
ing the revenue it should from this
bullding and it is our intention to
bring before the Council a recom-
mendation with regard to remodel-
ling, which we think - will be the
means by which a much larger
revenue can be cbtained, The ysar-
ly tenants of this building kcep
their places in excellunt condition.
VICTOKRLA PARK.—The ap-
proach to the Park along the wat-
er front is in bad condition, and
needs immediate attention. There
are many large holes which are a
source of great danger to pedestri-
ans, If this walk cannot be attend-
ed to at once, we would suggest it
be closed to traffic in order ot pre-
vent accidents.
