King Alexander I became regent in
June, 1014, ascended the throne in
August 1921; abolished the 1821
oonstitution, dismissed Parliament,
and appointed a ocabinet directly
responsible to himself in January
1929. He has always been a friend
of Britain and France, and while
Regent entered the War on the
side of the Allies, personally leading
his forces.
