Empire Day Observance

Empire Day (May 24) falling this year on
Saturday, the celebration in the schools through-
out this Province will be held on Friday, May 23
(Arbour Day). lnstructions to this effect have
been issued by the Provincial Department of

Education accompanied by the request that
flags be displayed, patriotic exercises held, and
speakers invited to address the pupils where con-
venient.

The Department is to be commended on fol-
lowing the traditional procedure in this instance,

and not the example of Ontario, where the Min-
ister of liducation has advised school principals
throughout the Province that he is withdrawing
the usual Empire Day programs in the schools.

The reason given for this breach of tradition is
that speciai recognition was given to St. George's
Day this ycar, and this, in the Ontario Minister’s
opinion, provided an opportunity for killing, as
it were, two birds with one stone.

Already, strong objection has been taken in
the Ontario press to this procedure. The Globe
and Mail argues logically that in war time there
is more reason than ever for celebrating Empire
Day, which is as ted with the natal day of
good Queen Victoria, whose long reign was

synonymous with Empire expansion.
And here is a thought which our Toronto con-
temporary stresses, and which might well be em-

phasized locally in commemorating the anni-

e early development of this country was
financed with British money, and the British
Isles have never failed to provide the most de-
pendable market for our products.  The early
British- Governors laid  the foundations upon
which a healthy civilization can be reared. British
generals and British troops cleared the country
of its encmics and prpeared the way for the es-
tablishment of self-governing institutions and the
unrivalled svstem of British law. A people who
speak a different tongue from ours has grown
up with us and attained a large measure of pros-
perity without sacrifice of individuality, owing
this to the Tmyx connection. Tt is a debt which
they recognize and are prepared to discharge. In
South Afr there is a similar situation with
the Dutch-speaking Roers living in harmony, but
not always in agreement, with their English-
speaking compatriots. They too, are in large mea-
sure contributing to the common cause. New
Zealand and Australia and India are already in
the thick of the fight.

“In short, the nations. of the British Empire
have set an example for all the world to sece..
Whatever their internal disagreements may be,
and however much rivalry has been displayed in
their external dealings, they have held fast to a
common conception of civilized living, and have
moved wtih one accord to resist any threat to
their common ideals, These are things which
should be kept before the eves of the children
throughout the Empire.  And while it is right
and natural that we should celebrate St. George’s
Day in recognition of the valiant bearing of the
people of England in their time of crisis, that is
no justification for allowing the celebration of
Empire Day to lapse. It is perhaps the most
important of all our national festivals, and it was
never so important as it is today.”

Overseas Doctors To Britain

In view of the increasing demands on the ser-
vices of doctors for war purposes in Britain, two
Orders have been made, under the powers of the
Defence Regulations, authorizing the General
Medical Council to include oversea doctors tem-
porarily in the Medical Register under certain
conditions. The first Order applies to doctors

with the prospect of great relief when victory
has been won, than that the war should be lost for
lack of effort and that extremely costly national
defence should have to be maintained for long
years in the future. We pay the present heavy
taxes for insurance against that worse fate which
would impoverish the tax-payers and the country
for a long peeriod. It is well that recognition of
this fact is being shown.

The Toronto Telegram, for instance, is quite
to the point when it says: “Americans and Can-
adians should understand that by paying for a
full out war effort to beat Hitler now their fu-
ture taxes and those of their children may get
back to normal. If Nazi militarism is not crushed
now there is nothing ahead of this continent ex-
cept an endless arms race against an armed
Europe with taxes going higher and higher.

“From a purely dollar and cents standpoint it
is common sense for the North American na-
tions to go the limit now.”

We must fight to defeat Hitlerism, in the first
place because we cannot endure the thought of
a world under Nazi domination. At the same
time, we shall get a good return for the enorm-
ous war expenditure in the security and great
reduction in defence costs in the new, democratic
world order.

One May morning, when Norman
England was young, there fled into
the confines of Sherwood torest,
according to the old ballads, a
young man destined for centuries
to be the idol of oppressed people
everywhere, Hero of countless stor-
ies and figure around which fierce,
periodic literary controversies have
been waged, Robin Hood became
a symbol of the idea which de-
manded from the Norman opp:es-
sors suchi fundamental conceptions
of democracy as trial by jury, the
Magna Charta, and the Parliamen-
tary representative system.
