NEW BRUNSWICKER GOT AHEAD
OF GERMANS.

ST. JOHN, N. B,, Nov. 14.—The way
in which J. G. Lewis, a New Brunswick
man who is chief officer on the Bri-
tish steamer Messina saved his ship
from capture soon after the outhreak
of the war, by hoodwinking the Ger-
man officers is the subject of a lengthy
story in the Melbourne, Australia Her-
ald. The Messina was at Naurra Is-
land in the South Pacitfic Ocean, load-
ing, when the coinmander, Captiin
Anderson, was asked by the Gernian
oflicers stationed there ¢ ceme asho:e.
14« wes before the official declaration
of war nad been kw.wwu ond the cap-
tain fell ;mto the trap aud was held v
the Germans. This wus on the mom
ing of Auagust 10. .
About two hours later a boat con-
taining an officer and about a dozen
armed men approached the Messina
and informed Chief Officer Lewis that
he had come to take the ship in the
name of the.German government. The
chief officer calmly informed the Ger-
mans that they could not come aboard,
ordered “full speed ahead” and steer-
ed for Ocean Island, in the Solomon
Group, about 160 miles away. Des-
pite the fact that a wireless message
had been sent from Nauru to any Ger-
man warships:. that might be in the
vicinity to take or sink the Messina,
the steamer arrived safely at Ocean
Island.
It is supposed that a wireless mes-
sage sent from Nauru to the German
headquarters at Rabaul, German, Gui-
nea, teliing of the detaining of the
captain and the escape of the Messina
was intercepted by British warships
that were seen in the neighborhood
about that time, for the German au-
thorities at Naura received an answer
that they had no business to interfere
with shipping and that they must let
the captain of the Messina leave im-
mediately. Captain Anderson there-
fore joined the vessel again at Ocean
Island on Aug. 10.
