WHAT WILL BE-
COME OF CUBA?

All chances of victory for Spain
have apparently vanished and the
question now being discussed is, What
will become of Cuba ? Oa this, the
Panama Star and Herald thus ex-
presses itself :

«There are those who believe that
the Ubpited States his entered 1nto
war in the interest of humanity pure and
simnple. and that after Spanish ruls has
ceased in Cuba, and a suitable form of
government has baen established and
1ecognized by the nations of the world,
the Uni ed States will withdraw her
forces and give the Cubans the long-
cherished privilege of governing them-
selves. Again, there are those who be-
lieve that Cuba will be annexed, and
that the entire West Indies as well as
Canada will become the property of the
republic unless a joint combination is
formed against her. Bat since itis a
fact that the United States has interfer-
ed in Cuba only to put a stop, once for
all, to Spanish misrule, and not for the
sake of gain, it is a fallacy to charge
the Amer.cans with covetousness. To
the credit of the European powers it
must be admitted that no such state
exists in other parts of the WestfIndies
as that which ex sted in Caba.”

Justice, the central organ of the
Eaglish Socialists, does not place much
confidence in the humanity of the
United States, and chinks that pity
for the suffering of the Cubans had
nothing to do with prompting inter-
vention on the part of the Americans.
It says:

¢¢As a matter of fact, however, the
reconcentrados have suffered terribly
through the intervention of their Yankee
friends, and no attempt whatever has
been made to relieve their hardships.
Indeed, in the patriotic enthusiasm of
the war, the Cubans tiemselves appear
to be almost entirely forgotten, cr, if
they are though: of at all, it is cnly to
be contemned and ridicalsd as quite un-
fit for self-government. Now we are
toid, with reference to the attack on
Santiago, that ‘the Cubanps are of little
assistaance. Gener:l Garcia’s refusal to
lntercept General Pando teing a typical
instance. The Cabans apparently keep
in the backgroucd until prisoaers are
capiured, wnen they follow tham with
emthets, or attempt to kill the kelpless
caplives.  Pubic sympathy fer the
Cubans is diminishing as ‘their true
character is becoming known.' Al
this, of course, is being sa:d in o1d.r to
reconcile pcople to tae Awmerican aa-
nexation of the isiand of Cuba when the
war is over.”

The Handelsblad, Amsterdam,
speaks out plainly about the Cubans
and has no hesitancy in parading their
faults before its readers. In speak-
ing of the experience the Americans
have had with them it says :

+-It seems that the friendship Letween
the Americans and the Cubans has cool-
¢d off. The Cubans are very angry be-
cause the Americaus would not permit
them to rob and ill-treat Cervera’s sail-
ors wken they escaped unarmed from
the wreck of their ships. More serious
misunderstandings exist, too. The
Cubans were crdered to do hospital
duty, assist the administration., aed
work in the trenches, just like the
Ametieans. This they refused to do,
saying that they were soldiers, not
laborers. In accordance with orders
