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BY-ELECTIONS. AND A MORAL

Three prominent by-elections took place last week,
‘details of which were received only last night. In
' British Columbia, as the result of the reconsiruction of
the Government consequent on the retiremeént of Sir

Richard McBride, one . of the aww Ministers was
badly baten and the other secured his seat by the
narrow majority of niné. This was not unexpected,
Sir Richard McBride had got into bad repute, and the
gerrymandering by which he obtained the Agent-
Generalship of British Coluiribia in*London:‘did not
commend itself to the people of either the province or

outside it where the facts were known, or help to popu- |

larize his successor, Mr Bowser. The result is that
the electors of Vancouver have registered: their dis-
approval by defeating Mr Charles E. Tesdale by a
majority 0f+4,160 on a total vote of 15,238, 194 of
which went to_a Socialist candidate. Sir Richard
overstayed his welcome, and the manner of his de-
mission of office did not tend to help his successor
or his party. Nobody-likes self-seekers, and the fact
that Sir Richard provided himself, at considerable
cost to-the province, with a comfortable billet for life
in London England, has militated against the success
of the party in their appeal to the country. That is all.
The third election took place in Peel County,
Ontario, and resulted from the exposure of the horse-
dealing transactions of the sitting member, Mr J R.
Fallis, who resigned his seat owing to criticism of his
‘conduct in connection with the sale of horses to the
Government for military purposes, at the outbreak of
the war. It was asserted that Mr Fallis had made
an abnormal profit out of his transactions, and excep-
tion was taken to the quality of several of the horses
sold to the Government. Mr Fallis by professing that
Mr John Thompson, counsel for the Commission, had
verbally exoncrated him from criminal responsibility.
for his actions, contrived to obtain renomination, but
failed to obtain the support of the Conservative leaders
or the leading Conservative press.  He was deéfeated
by the Liberal candidate, Mr W. J. Lewe, by 305, but
no one, not even the Liberal Leader, claims this as a
Libcrk:ﬂ victory. | The. Toronto Globe emphasizes this ;
by quoting the Hon. Mr W.*N. Rowell, K.C., M.P.P.,
as saying: ' :

*“ The result in Peel is a tribute to the patriotism
and public spirit of the electors of the county, and I
desire to express my appreciation of the action of the
electors, Liberal and Conseryative alike, in the splendid
support they gave éur candidate, Mr Lowe. “It was a
victory of the people rather than simply of a party. ...

“ A special word of appreciation is due to an
influential section of the Conservative press for the
patriotic and courageous stand they took against Mr
Fallis’ re-clection.” : ;

That is the Ljberal attitude on the election, and the
Conservative. view is shown by the TordntO'News',
which says: ®

* The verdict of Peel is significant. - The result is
not a victory for Mr Rowell of 4 defeat for the Hearst
(i()\vequncnt. The conduct of Mr Fallis in buying
horses for war purposes was the only issue before the
clectors. . The clear judgment of Peel is that the
methods of Mr Fallis were objectionable, and that he
secured profits to which he was not fairly entitled.
