Following is the Canadian Press
story, as related by Sub. Lt. Wes-
seley Hicks, RCNVR and dated
June 8 “From a United Kingdom

ort:

“We spent six hours off the
coast of France today as the Pres-
cott, one of the Royal Canadian
Navy’s corvettes, commanded by
Lt.-Cmdr. W. J. McIsaac of Char-
lottetown, fulfilled her job. We
are going back now for another
convoy.

“As we moved into the coast at
2 pm. the hills of northern France
appeared dim and hazy, like a
picture out of focus. Out from
the shore came a flotilla of Can-
