A ?eclal mission is bein
ducted by the Rev. James P, Mc-
Leod, M. A., of Toronto who is
working with the All Canada Com-
mittee of Churches of Christ (Dis-
ciples) in Canada,

Mr. Mcleod spoke to large and
appreciative audiences on Sunday.
In the morning on “The Church—
the Body of Christ” and in the
evening to a united meeting of the
Cross Roads Christian Church and
the Alexander Baptist Church
“The Promises of God.”

During - the week he Is givimg
a series of five lectures on the
origin, plea and programme of the
churcﬁ, emphasizing  particularly
their stand for Christian unity.
They have been preaching unity
for the past 140 years, having orig-
inated in a desire for unity and in
an attempt to practice unity,
At the service on Monday eve-
ning Mr. McLeod briefly sketched
the beginnings of the movement
in the early years of the 19th cen-
tury and called attention to its
rapld growth unt¥l now there are
to be found in North America some
8000 churches with & membership
of nearly two million ministered
to by 7000 ministers., Members of
the brotherhood are to be, found
in many countries. The church car-
ries on Mission work In ten mis-
sion fields,
Mr. McLeod went on to say that
this unity movement, under God
fitted In with his eternal purpose
Which He purposed in Christ Jesus
fo bring ‘about the salvation of
the world through the agency of
2 united church,
He also’ emphasized the fact, that
throughout the history of the
movement attention has always
been called to divisions in the
church as “anti-Christian, anti-
natural and enti-scriptural® and a
call has always gone forth to Chris-
tians to unite and heal . this cpen
sore of the church.
en, too, this movement for
unity’ was a part of that great per-
sistent spirit in the church which
kept ocaliing, through the centur-
les, to the church to regaln and
maintain the unity of the people
of God in spirit, peace and love.
And lastly Mr. McLeod said that
this call to unity was .the lngical
and natural fruit of the Protestant
Reformation. The division of Pro-
testantism was not caused by splits
In the movement but each division
was a separate revolt against Rome
led by such giant leaders at Luth-
er, Zivingli, Calvin and Cramner.
If thesq separate units could be
brought together, each contribut-
ing the element of truth which it
had re-discovered they could g0 on
together into a fuller and more
worthy conception of the church
and into greater triumphs of the
cause of Christ,
This unity movement Legan
humbly at the beginning of ‘the
19th Century was at its inception
a voice calling in the night of sec-
tarianism. It was not popular, It
was frgwned upon.
