The only difference between
mo:t of the inmates of metal hos-
pitals and ourselves is that we are
able to get along with others, and
earn a living of some kind. It is
not that we have more ability or
brains that we are outside because
the average mental ability inside
the mental hospital is at least equal
to, if not higher, than ours. It is
not a question of ability but be-
cause we are ‘normal” individuals
that we are able to “get along” with
the world.

In schools, colleges, and various
institutions there is what is known
as the “vocational’ guidance instruc-
tor or teacher, officer, or other
names. His duty is to talk over
with the student or individual the
different types of work he likes or
dislikes, questions him as to. his
abilities in various directions, tests
