In connection with James
Gordon Bennet of the New Ycrk Herald
the new cable was laid, and this was one
of the greatest achievements of Mackay’s
life. It was intended to make a rat: of
40 cents a word, a great reduction from
the existing cable rates, The old lines
said that the new compasy mu:t make a
rate of 60 or 75 cents a word, r they would
out the price toa mere nomioal rate.

MILLIONAIRE MACKAY.

John W. Mackay, who died in London
last Sunda&, left an estate worth more
than seventy million dollars. As a boy
he sold newspapers on the streets of New
York and saved his pennies, followiog the
old worldly wisdom which says, “Tak2
care of the pennies end the pounds will
take care of themselves.” Then he was
apprenticed to a ship-buildidg frm, and
worked faithfully at his trade,still adding
something to his little bank account. In
1851, then a young man of 20, he went to

California, and worked at gold-mining
with pick and pan, thus accumulating

several thousand dollars, Next he under-
took to build a tunnel at the Ophir Mine
in Nevada [for $4 a day, and it was here
that he met the three associates, Flood,
Fair and O’Brien, who were destined with
