THE SPIRITUAL BASIS OF
SCOUTING

Note: This article is a combina-
tion of excerpts from “The Spirit-
ual Basis of Scouting” by Stanley
Ince, first published in “The Scout
Leader”. Feb., 1938. The complete
article may be had in pamnphlet
form at Provincial Hqrs. These ex-
oernts have been picked out as be-
ing the best to conveY in shorter
form the meaning of the whole art-
icle as written by Mr. Ince. Iago.

“One meets numbers of excellent
men really good men, who, meeting *
over a cup of tea will say, “It is a
pity the Movement fas an,
to do with Churches. We can stand
quite well on our own feet!” Why,
then do we co-operate with the
Churchcs? I will tell you why; all
oo often because the Church hap-

ns to possess the only nlace that
!s bhz enough for our Troon to meet
in and we want it!

“To some Scouters the Scout Law
is something akin to “good form™
There are many _splendid troops
who accept Scout Law on that basis,
and of the troops I have personally
known. some of the finest on the
practical plane have been troops
where Scout Law had that signif-
icance, that bias. Such troops have
little need of co-overation with the
Churches beyond pexhaps an oc-
casional church parade. X ‘ me say
at once and emphatically tnat such
troops are doing priced ; service,
many cases the besi service of
which their particular Scoutmaster
is capable. and one dare not con-
demn them, They have their place.
“But there is a growing feeling
and 1 think it is dominant in the
movement now, that this conception
of Scout Law as simply an aoce
wav of good living does not go deep,
enough, and we want something’
more if Scouting is to do its finest
work, I feel that the law must be
to us not a cold expression of good
form, but a livng, vital reality, with
tn: force and sanction of religion
behind it if it is to grip and rule
the lives of our boys
“I cannot help [eclmn that our
whole Movement has suffered at
times from an optical illusion. the
illusion that vou can take an aver-
ege boy. teach him the Scout Law,
administer the promise "I will do
my best,” and then cxpcct the boy
to go on steadily dev:loping the
strong virtues of Tcnouv, lovalty,
tinselfishness. clean living and dis-
cipline, Honour, lovalty. unseifish-
ness clean living. service are mno
mnatural fruits of the human tree.
Thev come from a living vital faith
—all historv and experence  show
it. To make the Scout Law live in
the hearts and minds of boys, we
ne2d thé dynamic force of religion,
We nted, thereforz, to lead our
boys into touch with this dynamic
force of religion, using the word
“religion” in its brcadest sense -—
into touch with God
“But my task is to-urge Scoulers
to do.their part. I am perfectly
convinced that very many_ Scout-
ers have never made a really sere
fous effort to see the parson’s point
of view They simply regard him

as a person tn be tolerated for rea-
sons of expediency!

“Too often we find the Scout-
master making his plans and the
parscn his plans, and there is not
the real spirit of getting together
to help the boy

“See to it that vou are showing
the right eoirit towards the parson,
and study the Church not from ex-
pediency, but from principle. Make
vour arrangements with the DPAT-
