el The Leader of the Opposition in-

timated to us last night that today
he was going to say a great deal
about Education; but he did not
say very much. I wish he had, be-
cause I believe that this is one sub-
ject to which too much attention
cannot  be directed.. We know
very well that it'is a great burden
on the people. Rigures were given
last night by  the hon. Premier
showing that education in 1903 cost
thig Province  $127,000; in 1913
$1565,000 and last year $298,000 and
I think this year it is going to cost
a great deal more.  Now the ques-
tion which should properly be ask-
ed is this: Is the Province gett-
ing results from the money expend-
2d on Education, and that brings
us to the Public School systeém of
this Province, and right there we
have one answer, and that answer
must be, that  in the  opinion of
those who are in a position to
judge, this Province is NOT gotting
value for the vast amount of money
expended on ‘education. It is a
regrettable fact that out of 500
school departments in this Prov-
ince there are 181 schools with an
average attendance .of .less .than
fifteen pupils; that this average in
individual school runs to fourteen,
thirteen, twelve, nine cight, down
to four, and three and two; that
while the per capita cost of educat-
ing pupils, in all the schools of the
province is ncarly $40, it runs up in
those small schools to a per capita
tax of $111.00 per pupil. The small
schools are costing nearly three
times as much to educate the
pupils. .AND THESE
ARE NOT BEING EDUCATED. It
was shown last night by the hon,
Premier that if you put a teacher
in a small school with three or four
pupils yon. will ruin that teacher;
she will not he so ambitious; there
is nothing to work for and she will

Another regrettable feature is the
tendency on the part of parents to
try to get their sons and daughters
into Prince of Wales College at
too early an age. They go there ill
prepared, and no matter whether
they pass their matriculation ex-
aminations or not, they are often
a drag on the class. They put extra
work upon the teachers, and. fail
at the end of the year and go home
to their parents who are dissatis-
fied at having béen put to that ex-
pense, Of course the parents must
blame somebody, and who can they
blame but the College? If these peo-
ple could be convinced that it would
be better for them to keep their
children at home for a year or two
longer, or send them to high school
rather than Prince of Wales College

If we
follow the example of other pro-
vinces we will have to admit that
there is something in such training,
but our people are more conser-
vative in this Province and they
probably do not see that technical
education is needed here, and that 1
think accounts for a great deal of
the spirit of opposition to the Tech-
nical School that exists in this Pro-
vince,

With the withdrawal of the Do-
minion” agricultural grant certain
things must go, and certain things
must not go. The things that will
NOT go, so fas as this Government
is concerned, are Exhibitions, Seed
Fairs, Women’s Institutes, School
Fairs, Agricultural ‘Short Courses
and things of that sort.
