. WINNIPEG, May 5—Seeding i de-
layed over the whole prairie area
this year, due to unseasonable cold
weather and extremely good
moisture conditions. It will not be
come general for another ten days
1to two weeks. Reports indicate
there will be a slight decrease In
what acreage with a corresponding
small increase In mcreage sown to
course grains. Livestock appears tto
have wintered well over the whole
area in spite of the severe winter.
Farm labor and machinery are suf-
ficiant to pu! in this year's crop,
according to the first weekly crop
report of the Department of Agri-
culture of {lie Canadian National
Railways. | |

Very little seeding has heen done
50 far in Southorn Manitoba due to
the unseasonably cold weatlier in
April. The land is still quite wet
and it is expected to be another
week to ten days before seeding be-
comes general. Reports are insuf-
ficlent to give a good picture of the
increases or decreases to be expect-
ed In different crop acreages for
the coming season. No seeding has
been done in Northern Manitoba
and Indications are that it will be
ten days to two weeks before much
work is done on the land. The
supply of farm labor for the most
pact is quite adequate. The farm
machinery situation is better than
that last year but there is still a
big demand for new equipment.

There are reports of isolated
seeding in Southern Saskatchewan
but it will not become general for
another ten to two weeks.
Moisture oconditions in the whole
area are excellent. Indications are
for a 10 to 15 per cent decrease in
wheat production with a corres-
ponding increase in course grain
production. Modsture conditions
are good in Central Saskatchewan,
and in most places the land is too
wet to allow seeding to become
general for another ten days .

In Northern Saskatchewan seed-
ing will not become general till
about the 15th of May. Moisture
conditions ' aze good. Little change
is expected In the wheat acreage
but a slight increase is expected in
course grain productions at the ex-
pense of summerfallow acreage.

Southern Alberta reports indicate
that it will be a week to ten days
before the seceding s general,
largely due to wet ground. A de-
emease of 5 to 18 per cent In wheat
vcreage is indicated with a corres-
ponding increase in ocourse grain.
Some shortages of farm help and
machinery are reported from the
southwest part of the provinee.
Moisture conditions are very good
in the Pdmonton area. Wet land is
holding up seeding, which will be
from one to two weeks latec than
last year, The supply of machinery
appears good with the exception of
tractors are in short supply.

Northern Alberta reports indicate
that moisture conditions are very
good. There are scattered reports
of seeding and it is expected to be-
come genera] by the beginning of
next week. Wheat and oat acreages
will be about the same, but a heavy
increase In coarser grain s expected
on the new breaking. - .
