The people, alarmed at

Province if the Liberals were allowed
to continue in their make-belive Gov-
ernment, looked around in tertor and
cried, as in the incident referred to,
“Save us lest we perish ”  When the
present party assumed the reins of
Government it was to face the
frightful incubus left them by their
predecessors, in the shape of a debt
amounting to $1,072,000, representing
the accumulation of twenty years’ lia-
bilities that should not have existed.
The Conservative Government, how-
ever, with a courage which the coun-
try and even the Leader of the Opposi-
tion himself no doubt admired, shoul
dered the tremendous responsibility
and undertook to reduce, that huge
debt. They did not seek to shirk it,
although the debt was due to none of
their laxity; but they realized fully
the magnitude of the task that lay
before them and set out in a husiness-
like fashion to grapple with it. Dur-
ing all the years of Liberal rule there
wag never any hope of a satisfactory
situation, and the country was grad-
ually approaching bankruptcy. When
a similar state of affairs existed in any
ordinary commercial enterprise, ,the
speaker said, the directors invariably
inquired, “What are we going to do?
This thing cannot go on;” and the
answer would naturally be the same
in all cases, ‘We must get a new man-
ager, a man who will ‘be able to look
atter the business better than the
other fellow has been doing. Anyhow,
things cannot remain as they are.”
Such was the sentiment of the people
throughout the country in 1911; they
said with one accord they wanted a
new manager, a man who could handle
the affairs of the Province in a trust-
worthy manner, a man who was able
to make ends meet, a man who would
save the country from bankruptcy.
And accordingly, immediately they
had it in their power to do so, they
appointed their “new manager.” The
Conservative Government then went
in, tackled the debt with determina-
tion, and each year since they had
been in power had witnessed a steady
and gratifying improvement, until at
the present time they had reduced the
debt almost $100,000. (Cheers.) Dur-
ing the twenty yearsin which the Lib-
eral party made a hopepless attempt
to administer the affairs of the Pro
vince, the “Patriot” always made light
of their deficits which other people
were looking at with concern year
after year. They never bemoaned
the fact that there was a deficit; they
never printed the estimates and said
“Next year we are going to have a de-
ficit”—which they could have said
with absolute truth, for it was always
the case. They made light of the
financial outlook although it was dark
and ominous enough. When a new
manager had taken charge of a bus-
Iness, Hon. Mr. Dalton said, returning
to the similie, and for four years
had by sound and careful management
made both ends meet, and more than
meet, always showing a surplus, was
there any reasonable person, he would
ask the Leader of the Opposition and
the “Patriot,” who would be anxious
to get rid of that manager?

“On the evening of April 17 we ex-
ploded a mine under Hill No. 60 on

the Ypres-Corunes rallway to the
West of Zewartelene. This imme-

diately was followed by an attack
which gained possession of the whole
of the enemy's trenches on the hill.
The enemy suffered heavily from the
explosion and we took two officers
and fifteen men prisoners, in spite of
a heavy bombardment toward morn-
ing and followed this at 6.30 a.m.
with a determined counter attack.
This attack was pressed home and
stiff hand to hand fighting ensued.
Our infantry fighting with great gal-
lantry and determination and well
supported by artillery drove off the
enemy with complete success. Our
losses were very heavy, but the Ger-
mans suffered still more severely, par-
ticularly from our machine gun fire
which caught them in close order in

the open. Throughout the 17th, the
enemy repeatedly renewed his at-
tacks making desperate efforts to re-
gain his position, which was of great
importance. At one time they suc-
ceeded in: gaining a foothold on the
Southern slopes of the hill, but they
were promptly driven back again at
nightfall when the hill was in our
hands and the ground gained had
been consolidated. This morning the
enemy's attacks ceased, but they con-
tinued to bombard the hill. In the
latter fighting two more officers and
30 men were captured making a total
of four officers and 95 men.”

The statement in a recent German
official communication that we are
using asphyxiating gases in Ypres is
false.

LONDON, April 20.—With the Cab-
inet ministers in the House of Com-
mons and the House of Lords subject-
ed to a rapid fire of questions and
Premier Asquith delivering a speech
to armament workers at Newcastle
to-night the public expected that many
of the questions on which information
was desired would be cleared up. But
the : ministers. -were..not. much more
communicative than usual, No indi-
cation was given as to the Govern-
ment’s dealing with drinking which
Mr. Asquith did not even mention in
his speech. This was devoted to an
appeal to the working men whom he
declared had not been slack to use
every effort to increase the supply of
war material. Members of the House
of Commons who sought information
were informed they would have to
wait for the Government statement
and they therefore devoted their time
discussing the proposal that intoxicat-
ing liquors should be barred from the
House of Commons refreshment room,
but being unable to agree on this
question postponed the debate. The
concensus of opinion among members
was that abstinence from drink was
a personal matter and that the prohi-
bition of the sale of liquor in the re-
freshment room, where only oné dol-

In the Legislature last night the
Hon.J. A.McNeill spoke on the Budget
and submitted facts and figures which
were characterised by everyone who
heard them as the fullest and most
exhautsive review of the Department
ever presented to the Legislature. He
showed conclusively and incontrover-
tably that the Government had pur-
sued a most progressive policy and
had® practically reconstructed the
roads, bridges and public works of the
Province, which under the late Liberal
Governments had been allowed to go
to rack and ruin.

COMMISSIONER OF PUBLIC
WORKS.

Hon. J. McNeill, Commissioner of
Public Works, said: It is a matter of
great satisfaction to render an account
of the Public Works done during the
present administration. When this
Government came into power, a little
over three years ago, the finances of
the Province had reached such a low
ebb that it had been utterly impossible
to keep the roads and bridges in any-
thing like a satisfactory condition for
some time. In the spring of 1912
three bridges on the Dunk River—Old
Mill, Wall’'s and Roger's—and the
bridge over Grand River actually fell
into the stream, while many other
bridges and culverts were casried
away within the year. It seemed as
though they had been completely worn
out after being reptaired to the last
degree.” The prospect. of overtaking
the work was far from ‘encouraging
and it would have been impossible
were it not for the fact that our ener-
getoic Premier had been able to so
increase the revenue of the Province
that every Department was inspired
with courage and the cloud of despair
that had so completely enveloped the
Province was, at length, dispelled.

URGENT CASES FIRST.

Owing to the great number of
bridges requiring attention, the most
urgent cases were first dealt with, As
our policy was to erect permanent
structures in all important roads, it
was necessary to visit all the different
places where bridges were required
and to become thoroughly acquainted
with all the conditions before decid-
ing which places should first be attend-
ed to and what kind of structure was
most suitable. This involved a great
amount of travel and careful considera-
tion and wo early saw that it would
to too much to expect that we could |
overtake all this work in one, two or|
more seasons. I may say, however,
that already we have erected thirty-
steel bridges, two large creosote pile
bridges, with steel rail stringers, and
four large reinforced concrete culverts.
These last have given such good satis-
faction that we lay out to build as
many as possible in those places
specially suitable for them.

We have also laid 6,000 feet of con-

crete pipe culverts. We have on hand
a cargo of lumber consisting of
creosote piles and hard pine caps
worth $12,000 and contains some of
the finest material ever delivered in
the provinve and was purchased at a
price more favourable than was ever
before obtained.
Grand River and Haldimand: Two
very large bridges have been built
with creosote pile substructures and
of a most substantial character.

Hillson’s . Causeway: Although not
included among our permanent struc-
tures it includes the building up and
macadamising of a road more than
700 feet long with breastwork to pro-
tect it from the sea.

Besides these a great many smaller
wooden bridges have- heen built and
many roads in low places have been
built up with poles and a gravelled
surface put on, making a complete and
satisfactory road.

OTHER WORKS.

I might also meution that the other
, Public Works have been kept in good
| repair and many improvements have
(been made. In the Provincial Build-
!ing we have installed a new heating
yand lighting system with many
ichanges tending to improve the
|appearance and add to the life of the
| building. We have also built a tuber-
{culosis building in connection with
| Falconwood Hospital; have purchased .
[ buildings, one in
! Charlottetown and one in Summerside,
have provided a dredge to enable the
farmers to obtain mussel mud for
fertilising purposes. The carrying out
of these works has involved a large
|expenditure of money; the whole
iexpenditure on permanent bridges in-
icluding four reinforced concrete cul-
{verts during the last three years was
$111,630,72. On concrete pipe we have
spent $4,736.08 in addition.

THE COST.

I may state that our estimate when
we came into power to put the bridges
requiring immediate attention into
anything like fair condition was
$125,000, and much more than this will
be required. During the present sum-
mer we purpose to continue the pro-
gramme of building these permanent
structures to as great an extent as
formerly, and we confidently expect
