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TRANSVAAL GOLD MINES,
As Lord Roberts is now approaching

Johannesburg the heart of the great gold

mining region of tne Transvaal, the fact
naturally creates new interest in the min-
eral wealth of the northern Boer Republic.
From a recent address of Mr. F. H. Mal-
colm, who has been officially connected
with these mines, we are able to supply
the particulars which are subjoined.

The main reef of Joharnesburg,
commenly spoken of as “the Rand,”. is
about 50 miles long by seven miles wide.
The mines are deép, averaging 2,500 feet,
and in some cases the shafts have'been
sunk toa depth of 4,000 feet before the
gold reef is reached. Water is scarce, and
is procured by the erection of immense
dams which cost on an aversge half a
million dollars each. The cost of sinking
and equipping a shaft averages $250,000, so
that the outlay before a mine begins to be
| productive reaches three quarters of a
million of dollars,

Preserving Bird Life.

The New York State Legislature has
made a determined effort to remove one
temptation toward the destruction of bird
life, the use of birds for millinery decor-
ation. A bill has been passed marking it
a misdemeanor to sell or possess for sale
the plumage of wild birds or songsters.
No birds other than those for ‘which
there is anopen season can now be used
in New York State for decorative pur-
poses, and the law applies to any
person having the protected birds
orparts of them in his orher posses-
sion. The fine for violating the law is §60,

with anadditional penalty of$25 for every
bird or part of a bird taken or possessed.
It is a characteristic of our neighbers that
when they legislate they are generally in
earnest, not merely eager to appease the
importunitiesof some troublesome agita-
tors. It looks asif the New York Legisla-
ture had determined to head off one of
ths greatest enemies, if not the greatest
enemy, to bird life. There are other en-
emies to the birds which are [deserving
of attention hers in Ontario as well as
in new New York, The small boy, with
his bird netting prosperity, is among
the most persistent causes of the de-
struction of bird life.
