JUST THROW STONES
AT SEVIGNY HOUSE.

QUEBEC Sept., 2,— The anti-
conscription meeting called at 8 o'-
clock tonight at Jacques Cartier
market square, did not take place,
due, it is said, to a disagreement ir
the ranks of the antis. A crowd of
at least five thousand people gathered
at the square, and when it became
known no meeting would be held a-
bout 300 boys, hetween the ages of 16
to 18, rallied together, and marched
up town-to the house of Hon. Albert
Sevingny, on St. Cyrille street.

On their arrival they threw stones
at the house, but were routed by the

policemen, and beat a hasty retreat.
Little or no- ‘damage was done. It is
said the anti-conscriptionists have

decided to hold their meeting later in
the week.

L'Action Catholique, on Saturday
stated that some four thousand men,
who were taking partin the pageants
at the Quebec exhibition had servea
an ultimatum on the commission re-
fusing to act any longer, unless Sena-
tor Lesperance resigued as president
of the committee. There is consider-
