Mount Albion is a comparatively
new settement no settlers being
there a hundred years ago. .

Before settlement it was used as
a pasture for young cattle and
gheep belonging to the farmers of
what was then cal'ed “Forty Nine.”

Early in the spring they would
be turned loose to graze on the
Juscious grass then growing in
the swamps and along the creeks
and numerous prings in that sec-
tion of the country, but before be-
ing turned loose they were always
marked generally with notches
and holes in the ears and varicus
indeed were t1® ccmbinations used.
