.Debatg__()g_ The Budget

Every phase of puhlic expendi-
ture was touched upon in the
'Legislature on Monday afternoon |
and evening by Hon. Dr. W, J. P,
MacM#llan, leader of the Opposi- |
tlon, in the course of his spcech
in the Budget Debate.

By claiming a $663,916 surplus
for the present year the Provin-
olal Treasurer had only succeeded
in making the situation of this
Province ridiculous, Dr, MacMil-
Jan said. He had taken only cur-
rent account figures, thereby mis-

representing the true position,
The most important thing in any
Budget should an accucate

satement of the financial stand-

ing.

Dr. MaoMillan quoted from Ca-
nadian Press reports of Mr
Hughes’ speech; in which the cur:
rent account surplus was featur-

ed while there were no figures to
show the actual debt or liability
of the Province. “The assumption
} that this Island is prosporous
that we are going to have a big
surplus this year,” he sald. * How
does that coincide with the {me
oreused taxes we have been asked
to Impose at this session?”

Misplaced Item

He noted that in order to Huhld
up the aurplus on current account
an jtem of $96,000 for vocational
education had been placed under
capital expenditure. How could
this be jfustified? It was always|
thought that any capital account|
would at least outlive the term
of the borrowing.

The total revenue estimated fur
next year, Dr, MacMillan noted, iz
84,819,000 and the total expendi-
ture $5,907,000. This left a deht/
of over a mlllion dollars, which|
was the true picture of the Gov-/
erament’s financing for the vear |
ending March 31, 1648, In order
to make a better showing the Pro-
vinclal Treasurer had left out
capital expenditure of $1,892,370.
“80 we are going to have a sur-
plus of $633,916 on the one hand
and we are going to go into debt
to the tune of a million and a
quarter dollars on the other? My
hon. friend ought to have a little
better estimate of the intelfi~
sence of the people of this Pro-
vince, than to think that they will
accept such a statement, Unfor-
funately he has broadcast it all
over Canada, placing us in a false
position,

“Bven hls figures for last year
were not correct., He had a total
exponditure of $4y727200 and a
total revenue of $4,148,452. This
left a deficit of $578,000 befcre
deducting sinking funds of $330,000.
or a total net debt last year of
$248,786.

“All' my hon, friend needs to do

s look at the comparative state- whic

ment of labilitles over the past
tew years. In 1942 the total )'a-
bilitles were $0,302,000. In 1943-4
they were $9,123,000. In 1944-5 the
lfabilities were $9,676 and i 1945-
6 the Public Accounts show that
they were 8$10421,000. Today, ac-
tording to the Liberal press, the
net provinclal debt is $11,100,000.

In other words, in the five years
Mnce 1942 there has been a debt
Increase of one and threc-quaiter
million dollars,

Huge Annual Increase

‘“This is a yearly increase in debt
of $360,000, so that our financial
condition is very far from being
satisfactory, as the Provincial
Treasurer sought to show by h's
fictitfous surplus’ on ordinary ac-
count estimated for the present
Year. ;

“This brings us back to the bar-
galn at Ottawa, in which Prince
Edward Island did not get enough
to carry on its domestic hous:-
keeping properly. The Premier ad-
mitted that his minimum demand
was for $3,036,000, and the final
answer he got from the Minister
of Finance at Ottawa was, “You
are not going lo get any more
than what we have offered; you
have been treated generously. "

The hon. member from Bedeque
(Hon, Mr, Wright) had stated that
on a percapita basis we are receiv-
ing much less, comparatively, than
we ware before. Dr. MacMilian
agreed with this statement, Under
the new agreement, according to
Mr. Wright, we received $6 more
than the.average percapita subsidy
of $18; but we previously receiv-
ed three times the percapita sub-
sidy of the eofher Provinces ne-
cause of ouarslack of natural re-
sources and f{or other special rea-
#o5. Thot meant that on the bas-
lz2 o! $I18 per caplta average we
should be receiving $54 per capita
subsidy

Mr. Francls: “Those figures afe
based cn suppositions.”

Dr, MacMillan: “There is no
supposition about those figures;
and {f there is they come from
your own Government.”

Contlnuing, Dr. MacMillan scor-
ed Government members and
Supporters for not supporting the
Conservative amendment to the
Tex Agreement Bill regarding
subsidy claims under the Duncan
and White Commissions, whicf
Were statutory payments and
Should never have been lumped
into a tax agreement, The amend-
ments were turned down on a
Stralght party vote.

He cited from the Halifax Lib-
eral press ih this connection
Quoting the contention of Prem-
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ler Angus Macdonald for the full
bayment of these subsidy re-
wards, and the offer of Prime
Minister Mackenzie King to pay
30 per cent as a setoff to certain
Concessions  given the Woestern
Provinces, He also cited from the
report of the Rowell-Sirois Com-
Inission, emphasizing  the vital
principle of fiscal need in the
relationship between the Prov-
inces and the Dominion,

Burdensome Taxes

He had previously estimated,
Dr. MacMillan said, that over the
Period of the wartime tax agree-
ment the Dominion received six
and a hall milllon dollars
taxes from this Province.
estimate was really too low.
had not taken into account the
amusement taxes, the -electrical
&X, nor the 8 per cent sales tax,
The latter tax alone, according to
a financial authority formerly in
the employ of the Provineial
Government, means $2,000,000 a
Jear to the Federal Government,
The same authority. estimates
the other taxes at another 43~
500,000. He estimates the Federa)
gasoline tax at $125,000 last year,
the Juxury tax at $300,000. Even
the postage tax is a big ftem and
according to the Winnipeg Free
Press, leading Libera] newspaper
in the West, should be reduced
in view of the $13,000,000 surplus
shown last year by the Posta] De-
partment. The estimate of the
Government employee to whom
be referred was that on all Fed-
eral taxes this Province pays $63
per capita and on freight $40
per " capita,

Dr, MacMillan quoted from the
Nova  Scotia Premier's budget
speech  dealing with  Federal
taxes on  domestic electricity,
amusements  and pari-mutuels
which Nova Scotia claimed should
be left to the Provinces.

Reviewing the tax ageement
with this Province Dr., MacMillan
noted that the $40,000 formerly
pald to Prince Edward Island by
the Canadian National Railways
has disappeared from the Public
Accounts. Tt had beey “lost in
the shuffle.” He went on to con-
trast this treatment with the
handouts received by the Prairie
Provinces in the way of annual
susidies in respect to natural re-
sources. ‘Ttien when the resources
were handed over to these Prov-
inces, they were allowed to keep
their subsidies too, Prime Min-
ister Mackenzie King, however,
Wa® prepared to cut 70 per cent
off our White Commission award,
to which we were entitled by
statute, At 5 per cent the White
Commission award represented $5,-
500,000 to our credit at Ottawa,
but Mr, King proposed to cut off
$3,000,000 from this Province, con~
trary to statute.

The Maritinfe Provinces as
partners in Confederation had a
claim on the natural resources
‘hich have gone to the Waestern
Provinces, and from lch

e minority report of
the late Chiet Justice Mathieson
as a member of the White Com-
mission, in which he predicted
that faliure to observe the prin-
ciple of fiscal need was. leading
to a condition of “grave unrest
not free from the danger of Can-
adian disunity,” It was a coin=

cidence that ™ at that time of
Chief Justice Mathieson's death,
this condition of disunity  has
ecome apparent between the
Dominion ~Government and tte
dssenting Provinces, was
due chiefly to the Dominion’s Te-

fusal to relinquish wartime tax-
ation. TIts course if unchecked
will eventually result in the Prov-
inces becoming mere wards of
the Dominion, Dr. MacMillan de-
clared,

Continuing, Dr. MacMillan said
he noted there were increases in!
every department of Government
expenditure, When the Guvern-i

ment took office the debt was 49,-
312,000. Today it is over $11,000,
000 and “still going strong.”” 1In-
creases in liabilities were $178,.-
000 in 1943-44; $552,000 in 1944-
45; $745,000 in 1945-46; and $678,-
000 in 1946-47.

In general government, when
the Conservatives were in power
in 1932, the expenditure was $93,-

¥ 1933 it was $06,000; in
,000; in 1936 $106,000; in
1937, $116,600; in 1938, $118,000;
n 1939, $106,000; in 1940, $117.-
000; in 1941, $118,000; in 1942,
$115,000. Then, when the present
Government gotinto power, it
increased in 1943-44 to $142,000, a
jump of $27,000 in one year fin
this ftem. In 1944-45 it was $148,-
000; in 1945-46, $177,000, another
Jjump of $30,000. “In other words,
in their three years the expenses
of general government increased
by $62,000.”
