Too often we have a let-down in
home supervision as the pupil
reaches the higher grades, for, in
many instances, the parents feel
they are unable to check the ac-
curacy of such home work, This a
mistaken idea, The parent who me-
thodically checks the nightly les-
Sons, or merely sits to see the work
is done, is doing Invaluable work
Remember this, our system ot
sehool curriculum requires home-
work every night, and no parent
should be put off by the pupil with
the excuse there Is nothing to do.
Close llaison with the teacher fs
vital always, and if this is corried
out consistently the pupil soon re-
alizes there is no chance of shirk.
ing sometimes irksome éasks, that
will reap untold henetits in the fu-
ture. It this practice were carrled
out in all cases, we would not have
boys leaving school without, a
least, the foundations of education
that are so necessary in this com-
petitive world. As in the old pro=
verb “stop the beginnings”, 4t s
much easier to curb the tendency

laziness in the earlier grades,
Tather than try to cure it in the se-
nior years,

Before closing, T wish to refer to
the matter of Juvenile Delinquency.
It must be emphasized that out of
this school of 680 pupils a mere
half dozen are mostly responsible
for these acts of delinquency which
have been publicized so much dur-
ing the past year, It is also noted
that these boys are usually found
in Grades IV to VI, and important
it s to know that these same boys
are, for the most part, models of
good behaviour and deportment
while in school. 1t would appear
then, that much of the responsi-
bility for this unseemly behaviour
lies within the home. It is a well-
known fact that parents who sup-
ervise their children’s studies, and
their out of school recreation, start-
ing in Grade I, have little or no
trouble to continue throughout the
school years, However, we evidently
have some dereliction from duty
on the part of some parents, which
leads to so-called juvenile delin-
quency. This problem is a grave one
and deserves the conacientious oon-
sideration of all conicerned.
