HOME NURSE i

A head louse will invade the
daintest pompadour as readily as
the most uncared-for head of hair
It is possible to acguire head lice
from contact with the seats of
street cars, buses or trains if they
have recently been occupled by
someone ~ who harboured - them.
Most frequently, however, they are
passed from person to person by
combs, brushes, hats or seirfs. For
this reason one should be very
cautious about using such articles
belonging to others. -

Head lice can be destroyed very
quickly with proper care and
continued cleanliness. An old-fash-
ioned but effective treatment is to
saturate the hair at night with
tincture of larkspur which you can
buy at the drugstore. Wrap the
head in a towel, pinning it tightly
around the edges of the hair, and
keep it on all night.

In the ‘morning wash the hair
thoroughly with jelly made by
melting pure soap, or with a good
commercial shampoo, rubbing it
into the scalp for about ten min-
utes. Rinse the hair sevenral times
with clear water.

The eggs of the louse, called
nits, appear as tiny white beads
attached to the hair by a sticky
substance that resists water. They
can be removed by combing the
hair carefully with . a fine comb
dipped frequently into hot vinegar,
This dissolves the material that
Palds the nits, and the combing
pulls: them loose.

this treatment is repeated
every other day for a wesl:. there
will be no danger of either lice or
nits surviving.
To avoid a new invasion, inspect

the heads of other members of
the family, and sze that they get
the same treatment if necessary
