One-way lanes in all the sky over England
are provided in new regulations applied to civil
and Royal Air Force flying by the Air Min-
istry to prevent collisions during bad weather.
These lanes are arranged in height lavers, vary-
ine from 1,500 feet to more than three miles.
The height at which any machine will fly is
to be governed by its direction on a compass
hearing. A plane calling at four or five towns
may have to fly at four different altitudes dur-
ing its journey: Royal Air Force machines
making long cruises must change height each
time they change courses.  The regulations,
however, do not apply to planes flying below
1,500 feet or higher than 18,600 feet.

Farmers will be inferested in the production
by botanists of garden and ficld plants of a
chemical pollenizing agent which replaces na-
tural pollen,  Experiments were conducted at
the United States Horticultural Field Station at
Beltsville, Md., and the University of Chicago
by Dr. F. E, Gardner of the Beltsville station
and Dr. Ezra J. Kraus, chairman of the um-
versity’s Department of Botany.
