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City Council Meeting

The reports submitted at the annual meet-
ing of the City Council last night, and particular-
ly those of the auditors and the finance commit-
tee chairman, Coun. MacDonald, will be studied
with much intezest at this time.

It is certainly encouraging to note that there
has been a decrease of some $63.718 in the net
debt of the City during 1945, and a surplus of
revenue ovcr e\pendxtures of some $19,222.
After dedmctinz previous deficits and adlust-
ments since th: external audit was taken six
yeas ago, there remains a net surplus qf $8,-
804. This would indicate that a sound finan-
cial policy has been followed in recent years. It
does not necessarily mean that there is not room
for improvement, but surpluses and debt reduc-
tions are signposts showing that we are moving
in the right direction. The Council, and par-
ticularly the finance committee, are to be con-
gratulated on their efforts in this regard.

Our Councillors serve without remunera-
tion and are not infrequently subject to criti
cism. This sometimes irks those who receive it,
but needlessly so. Often it is a sign of healthy
public interest. If there were more well-inform-
ed criticism there would probably be less of the
other kind. It is not criticism so much as in-
difference on the part of ‘the public that is to
be feared. Council meetings are rarely at-
tended by citizens, even when important busi-
ness is on. That is unfair to those whom we
elect to represent our interests municipally, and
who, regardiess of their qualifications other-
wise, are usually conscientious in their efforts.

Congratulations are also due to the Water
Commissioners on their excellent report, which
appears elsewhere in today’s issue.

Progress In Research

One of the factors which contributed to
Canada’s remarkable showing as a producer of
munitions and other war products is revealed
in the January issue of “Industrial Canada”
which devotes space to an illustrated descrip-
tion of the research and control laboratories
maintained ny Canadian manufacturers. There
#6 no doubt that research work carried on in
the laboratories of the National Research Coun-
cil, the Ontario Research Foundation and vari-
ous industries throughout the country contri-
buted vitallv to Canada’s war effort. Its con-
tinuance into the vears of peace is important
if Canada.is to maintain its position as a lead-
ing industrial nation. In this number of “In-
dustrial Canada” the extent to which Canadian
industry is equipped with facilities for research
work, the originating‘of new products, the test-
ing of materials and the control of production
is clearly shown. These laboratories and the
trained workers who man them will undoubted-
ly be an important factor in Canada’s post-war
progress.

Rural

Electrificalion Test

Last spring it was decided to put the feasi
bility of Marnitdba’s rural electrification plans
to the test by bailding electrical service to 1,000
farms in selected areas and extend service to 42
towns and villages, A progress report on the re-
sults of this test has now been issued by the
Manitoba Power Commission.

While construction is not yet completed in
the test areas, sufficient work has been done to
show that the findings of the Enquiry Commis-

sion were substantially correct, that a ]ar;z"
measure of rural electrification in the province
is physically possible and should pyove a fin-
ancially sound undertaking, according to this
progress report.

The test encountered difficuMies in the
form of material and laber shortages, trans-
portation difficulties and in some instances un-
favorable wezther, In fact, sufficient line ma-
terial was not available fer the complete test

and the project had to be reduced to 674 serve
ices. However, even on this limited scale cer=
tain factors Lecame immediately apparent. For
example, it bucame clear that among 50 per
cent of farmers, electrification must compete
with other ecsentials such as farm equipment,
new cars or trucks or improvements to their
buiidings—while these farmers mav indicate a
desire for eiectrical service they hesitate to sign
contracts becatise of the pressing necessity of
other srequirements.  The test, however, disclos-
ed that tenan: farme=s applied for service in
enicouraging  numbers, and this group will not
present as great a problem as anucnpated

sary if farmers are to derive the full benefits
of hydro service For exarple, 90 per cent of
farmers wante. to purchase an electric iron,
whereas only I5 per cent were interested in
electric ranges. Of course, very few farmers
have seen clectric power at work on a farm—
they will probably expand its uses when it is
more generally available.

The progrom for 1046 contemplates exten-
sion of servize to 1,500 farus and 33 towns and|
villages. The vriginal goal of 5,000 farms was
dropped becau-e of a shortage of materials.

A study of the Manitoba project is recom-
mended to our own provincial authorities, if and
when the plans of the Advisory Reconstruction
Committee for rural electrification are put into
effect,
