Beaverbrook Establishes
Trust Fund At U.N.B.

MONTREAL, Nov. 11 — Lord
Beaverbrook, Canadian-born Brit-
ish newspaper peer and Chancel-
lor of the University of New
Brunswick at Frederioton, has es-
tablished a trust fund for the Un-
iversity, it was announced today.

The Eastern Trust Company sald
$250,000 is held for the purpose of
building a library or a hockey rink
at Fredericton.

It the rink project is adopted
by the trust, the announcement
sald, Lord Beaverbrook has agreed
to furnish an additional $100,000.
If neither project is undertaken
within five years, the trust fund
will then be paid to the Univer-
sity.

The trustees are the Eastern
Trust Company, C.N. Blssett, trust
company supervisor, and George
Hunter, chartered accountant of
Montreal. They have sole auth-
ority to decide all issues.
