After years of lean oyster ylelds,
Malpeque Bay has been gradually
nursed back to oyster promin-
ence with the aid of the govern-
ment station sclentists. The dis-
ease had run its course and fresh
oysters from the head of thenar-
row inlets eventually repopulated
the bed of the bay.
