Rhubarb plants are improved by|

them by dividing them,
To divide the plants it is only
necessary to dig them up and ::é\
each one into several good-sl
pleces with a sharp spade.
Each division of an  old plant
should have one or two eyes and a
part of the roots attached. When
planting the root _ divisions, do so
with the crown, about four inches

Rgmbarb is a heavy feeder and
responds to generous applications
of manure or other fertilizers and

One should also conserve the
strength of flouris )
plants by removing the flower

before they can go to seed.

When harvesting next year's
crop of rhutarb remember that
one should not cut or jerk off the
stalks.
