Mr. Perley resents the circulation
in Canada of such stories, which be-
sides being quite inaccurate, can only
engender bad feelings amongst work-
ers in philanthropic causes, both in
Canada and England, who have hither-
to been pursuing their good offices in
the perfect cordiality, backed up by
the extreme efficiency of all assisting.
