If you had any mechanical genius,
though you had never seen a watch
before yet if you had one in your
hand you could make yourself ac-
quainted with the law controlling
that watch by observipg: the wheels
and spring as they worked 'together.
Apd as it 1s in a community of
world of our-atoms. so,you will find
it is in this world of persons—there
is some law belonging to this com-
munity and the law may be known
by observing the way things work,
for law is simply ‘‘The way things
work.'’ E

A few years ago the, people of this
Province found”thingé Were not work-
ing harmoniously because of tle
evils -of ‘intemperance, and our legis-
lators gol togéthér and sought to
find the law of che comwmunity, or,
in other words something th.t weu'd
make things work together beticr,
and they: framed ouyr Prohibition
law; and you remember that a few
m¥igbhors across the
Btraits, who' found -things were not
working well with them .because of
this same evil, appointed a commis-
sion and sent them over here toin-
uestigate our “law,- And what was
their work whilé ‘oveér here ? Not to
study the act, the written law , but
they: spent their time in examining
the way things were working in dit-
ferent communities 1in order that
they might know, & whether the legis-
lators of this Province had found the
secret - of making things work to-
gether for good. «

Come a little nearer home, and
take this body “of ours which is a
combination ' of - many parts; when
these parts or members do not work
together harmoniously we say we
are sick, and when our skill in re.
storing order 'is. exhausted we call
in our doctor. What.is the object of
the doctor? and why do we send for
him? As far as I can find out his
object is to réstore order among  the
different members “of our system,
and we send for him because we be-
lieve that he understands the way
things ought to, work and is able to
make things work together for gooo
If we could find a physician that
never failed in. this, who always
found the law of our body and re-
stored power, or in other words
health, imagine if you can the de-
mand for the services of such a man:
they would.come-from. the -dorth and
from the south, from the east and
from the west. Now the Lord Jesus
Christ is just an one: , we are
spiritually out of order: the higher
instinct within féaching after God
and the things that aré. pure, the
lower working against ' the higher

working against™ "the lower and
bringing it into -captivity. Jesus
came to 'restore order, to make

things work together in the indivi-
dual life, and in the great common-
wealth of man and in his teachings
we have the expression of the law
our being.

Many .communions have investigat-
ed His law, and -as far as I can
gather there has never been one
who raised a dissenting voice to His
teachings or has found His skill to

teachings of the Sermon on the
Mount there would be an ideal
