NAIL PULLED OUT OF BOY’'S
BRAIN WITHOUT INJURY TO
THE TISSUES

PHILADBLPHIA, Oct. 27-—One
week after he had a four-penny nail
removed form a depth of five inch:
es in his brain by a fluoroscope and
pinchers, 11-year-old Paul Grimin-
ger walked from the Jefferson Hos-
pital in full command of all his fac-
ulties, saved the sight of his left
eye.. On September 30 he was play-
ing with his uncle, Paul Kraetzer,
also*11 years old. They had an air
rifle-which they had loaded with a
nail instead of shot. The rifle was

accidentally discharged, the pail
penetrating Griminger's eye and
passing into the brain.

Paul was placed on the operat-

ing table immediately upon being
admitted at the Jefferson Hospital,
an X-ray taken, and a piece cut
from the skull at the point where
the nail was located in the brain,

Into the hole in the boy’'s skull
was inserted a fluoroscope, an in-
strument with a light on one end,
which  enables the surgeon to see
clearly the spot on which they are
working. After locating the nail by
the light of the fluoroscope, pinch-
ors were gripped on the nail and it
was pulled out of the boy's brain.

Young Griminger’s case is unus-
wal, in that the nail and its extrac-
tion did mot injure any of the tis-
snes of the brain to the extent of
causing the boy to lose commani of
any of his faculties.
