An Important Committee

One of Opposition Leader Hanson’s sug-
gestions which the King Government has wisely
agreed to adopt is the setting up of a E"arha-
mentary Committee on National Expenditures.
The appointment of this important committee
has not yet been made. In the meantime a cor-
respondent in a mainland exchange points out
that unless this is merely another gesture on
Prime Minister IKing’s part, there must be ade-
quate representation of the Opposition.

One of the drawbacks of the present House
of Commons is that the Liberal Party, which
polled only 54 per cen tof the popular vote, and
less than 50 per cent of the service men’s vote,
controls 184 of the 245 seats. If the customary
practice is followed the Government will have
ten out of fifteen members on the special com-
mittee which is to investigate Canada’s war ef-
fort and expenditures, assuming the report that
the committee is to have fifteen members is
correct. This would permit of only three mem-
bers representing the Conservative Party, and
one cach from the C.CF, and Social Credit
groups.

It is not to he expected t-at the ten Liberal
members will bestir themselves to expose the
shortcomings of the Government; consequently
the task of ferreting out information will devolve
upon the handful of Coiservative and Leftist
members.  So, if the Government has any con-
fidence in the record of its war administration,
the Pririe Minister will insist upon the appoint-
ment of sufficient members of the Onposition
to ensure that the most complete and impartial
investigation is mads possible. The public will
not be satisfied with less.
