Move Will Be Added Step

LONDON, Feb, 6—(CP Cable)—
The British peop'e were warned
tonight to hitch their belts a little
tighter when
Minister, announced that
rationing would start March 11,

It will be on value basis, each
adult being lmited to one shill-
ing 10 pence (about 40 cents)
worth a week, with half portions
for children under the age of «ix.
Only butcher's meat will he af-
fected, secondary cuts such as
liver, kidney, tongue, and pro-
cessed meats such as sausage und
meat pies being unrestricted.

The ration will provide a larger
allowance than at any stage of
meat rationing during the last
war, A family of three will be
able to buy four pounds of the
pest quality domestic sirloin or
eight pounds of boiing cuts Be-
cause of lower prices, the ration
limit will buy slightly higher por-
tions of imported meats,

Will Complete Control

Meat rationing will complete the
Government’s  control  over the
whcle buyer trade. Prices have
been set for the farmer and ony
government agents can buy live-
stock. Government abaticirs have
a monopoly on slaughtering and
the whole distribution trade of the
country can get supplics only
through the Ministry of Food

Now the “roast beef of old Fng-
land” will be dished out to the
hcusewife only if she can produce
Ler ratlon coupon and in limited
quantities at that. It will not be
neeessary for the time being to use
ration cards in res.aurants but
they will be given a mea’ quola
based on past trade.
