In
making the presentation, Councillor
Wright stated that of the 121,000
Canadiang now under arms in Europe
fighting for King and country, 35,000
or over 26 per cent. were members of-
the Orange Order, the largest propor-
tion of men under arms, he believed,
from any organization in Canada. In
Prince Edward Island alone, Coun-
cillor Wright stated, 200 of the men
now under arms overseas, on garrison
duty and in training, were Qrangemen,
Councillor Wright, iy will be remem-
bered,” figured on the previous night
in a ‘similar contribution from the
Orange Lodge to tho Patriotic Fund.
In his presentation and his remarks
he was loudly cheered by.the audi:
once, The handsome donation was
gratefully acknowledged by the chair-
man, Mr Justice Hagzard.

Dr,  Campbell, in rising, remarked
that he-feared that the subjects of the
great Empire scarcely yet realized the
full gignificance of the war. The peo-
ple had for long years been influencea
by the venerable tradition, and our
mind haye taken it as a truth never to
he changed that the British Empire
ig to remain for ever the world’s greal-
cst power, a nation to whom no other
nation shall ever  say, What doest
thou? And so strongly has this idea
dominated, that we are obvious to the
serious’ truth ‘that our status as  a
world power is being seriously and
emphaticdlly challenged. For Great
Britain and her overseas Dominions,
the war is altogether of a defensivs
character. We are  not in this con-
flict for territory; we own as much
territory as we can properly cultivate.
We are not anxious to secure supre-
macy upon the sea, for our march is
still o’er the mountain wave and our
home ig on the deep. Neither are we
anxlious to obtain  greater political
power in the parliament of nations, for
at no time was the influence of Great
Britain greater than the day betorﬁ
the declaration of war. ‘I grant you,
said the lecturer, “that the map of the
world would look muore attractive if
the present German possessions in
Africa should be added to our origi:
nal . territories and . recently —ac-
(uired Botha land, thus completing the
all-red route from the Lion's Head tc
the Delta of the Nile. But the ter:rit-
ory is not worth the expenditure. Con-
sequently, it is not . for the purpose
of adding = another section .of
continent to the Empire that we are
now in the trenches (i)lfm?emh;mmo‘;gg
Irance, spending  billions o
and_ saetificing thousands of procious
lives, Our peoplo are too enlightened,
our_statesmen are too sane, to (fﬂfl"y
out sucl a propaganda.

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justified, but admitting this, we also
emphatically declare that the British
nation was the first to recognize in-
dividual rights and liberties; at an en-
ormous expenditure to give freedom to
the African slave! to become the lead-
er-in all great movements for the
amelioration of humanity, until, where-
ever the Old Flag Flies, wherever the
Imperial Parliament holds sway, there
is the recognition of the quality of fra-
ternity, and the announcement that the
richest favours of heaven are the heri-
tage of every son of man, Let us look
at Germany’s criticism for a moment,
that our Empire is the product of good
fortune and of sharp practice. Stud-
ents of history will realize that for
us, as an Empire, the way has been
wonderfully open. Our fathers in lay-
ing the foundation and promoting the
earlier development of the nation, had
great advantages. For perhaps a cen-
tury of years Great Britain has had no
competition upon the sea; consequent-
1y she has been able to take possession
of islands and sections of great contiu-
ents without rivalry and with little of
opposition. But it must be remember-
ed that to secure command of the gea
.she had to fight and to win the battle
of Trafalgar. Then other eircumstanc-
es enables her navigators (o travel
east and to travel west and to travel
gouth with but little of hindrance.
France was too deeply epgrossed with
her. plans to dominate Europe.: The
German Empire was not in existence.
Spain and Holland and other powers
were not factors of sufficient strength
to disturb the problem, The United
States of America was entering upon
her great task of occupation of vast
territories and the oxpansion of the
republic’ westward.

Tharefore, with but little fghting,
with. but little expenditure of money
or blood, Australia, New Zealand, the
South African possessions and other
colonies became part of the Empire,
Britons seemed to tako it as a matter
of course that in the future, as'in the
past, they would exercise authority
over subject peoples and continue to
paint more of the world’s map red.
Neither did they fully realise their
responsibility to the people of the
countries they dominated, responsibil:
ity arising out of their assumed lead-
ership, as well as out of occupation of
the land. As late as the year 1880 two
persons of British blood found their
way into the United States of Ameri-
ca for every one of British blood that
entered Australia, New Zealand, South
Africa and Canada_ It did not occur to
our fathers that the day might comej
in which a nation would arise and
question our rights to the ownership
of
the globe and Dominion over
a a quarter of its _popu-
lation. But in the fullness of time that
nation came,—ambitious and power-
ful, having a culture it desired to im-
pose upon other. people, a nation |
growing in skill and in energy, and a}

nation that prepared itself to chal-
lenge our right to this world domin-
ance. And for more than ‘fifty years
that German nation made her prepar-
ation to challenge Britain. For fifty
years she impressed, through her
schools and through all the adminis-
trations of her government, the neces-
gity of being ready for the critical |
hour; and in this fifty years in Brit-
ain we wefe expending our strength
in teaching people that it was not
ry to be ready for war.

FURTHER SUCCESSES
IN KAMERUNS

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Iebh. 1.—Successes for
the British and Irench forces opera-
ting in Kameruns. German Colony,
western equatorial Africa, are announ-
ced in an official statement here to-
day. Further inland West Africa
states a french columyp under Lieut.
Col. Faucon, occupied Ebolowa (South-
west Kamerun) on 18th January after
slight resistance, while a  British
column under Major Coles engages
the enemy at Elabo, 20 miles nortn-
east driving back theenemy andtaking
thirteey German prisoners. No British
casualties are reported.  Lieut Col.
Haywood arriving at Elabo on 24th
immediately took up pursuit of the
enemy capturing Mafub, 17 miles
south. He repotts he had 22 casual-
ties and was advancing on Nkan. The
same day the enemy were driven from
Ngat by the French who had fourteen
casualties.

General Dobell, telegraphing on Jan.
2bth, stated that he received informa-
tion that the Kamerun Coast line it-
self was cleared of the enemy. A
report from Balta on the Spanish
coast states there were over 700 Ger-
mans op the Spanish Frontier. Many
deserters from the enemy surrender-
ed to the British and French fully
armed. On the 26th a company of
Belgian troops arrived at Jaunde from
duty on the French lines of communi-
cation.

LONDON, Feb. 1.—The satisfactory
report of the British forces in BHast
‘Africa came to-day in an official state-
ment from  General Smith-Dorrien,
commander of the British troops in
that territory.
