temporary repairs have been made,
will proceed to New York on Mon-
day with Gypsum.

Commenting on the fact that
Alex Stack, mate of the Editn and
Eleanor, had been quoted as say-
ing that twenty minutes elapsed
between after he went up the Gyp-
sum Prince's side to safety, before
& life boat was launched, J. Hen-
nington, first officer on the Prince,
declared that the port life boat had
been put out less than six minutes
after the crash which resulted in
the loss of six lives.
