It is always passed direct from the
sick to the well and then only when
there has been a prolonged perlod
of intimate contact. Teere is no
danger of the spread of lepreosy by
means of articles which have been
touched or used by a leper. .
Leproy is a celebrated disease. It
has taken a prominent place in
history, and has caused untold
misery and suffering to the human
race. To us, leprosy is of histori~
cal interest, and it furnishes us
with a cause for thankfulness
that we no longer have to contend
with this particular disease enemy.

If, for any reason, you have been
fearful of this ancient enemy,
remember that you are living in &
country and under such conditions
as allow us to say that in Canada
leprosy shows no tendency to
spread, so you are safe.
