Synthetic Air
To Aid Divers

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 14—“Syn-
thetic air,” composed of helium and
oxygen, as & means of sustaining the
respiration of deop sea ‘divers has
received the O.K. of Captain Sloan
Danenhower, wdely known submar-
ine and salvage engineer,

Captain Danenhower, who will
command the Wilkins ‘submarinc
Nautilus on its undersea dash to
the North Poles this summer made a
diving test at the Philadelphia navy
yard yesterday in which ‘“synthetic
alr”'was used instead of Mother Na-
ture's atmosphere.

“No one has ever been under water
before with helium,” Captain Dan-
. enhower said as he came up from the
bottom of the Delaware river. “The
| taste and smell are different from or-
dinary air. I think its use is entirely
feasible.”

ADVANTAGES

The advantages of using helium-
oxygen, he explained is that it will
diminish the tendency for divers to
get the “bends” after emerging from
great depths. The “bends” are a type |
of severe cramps.

‘“Also” he sald, “it will increasc)
the efficlency of divers as to the!
depth they can go, the time they can,
work under the surface and the speed
with which they can go through the|
decompression process,

«“Ordinary air has  oconsiderable
nitrogen in it and this, under great |
pressure, = dissolves in the blood.
When the pressure is decreased the
nitrogen expands in the circulatory
system and if this happens too sud-
denly the diver gets the “bends”.
