Still In Love With
Native Maritimes

WASHINGTON, Sept, 24
(Special) — A big jovial man with
a bent pipe on his cheek, Cyrus
S. Ching looks more like a woods-
man than the top United States
labor conclliator as he leans back
in his capital city office and talks
of salimon fishing on the Tobique.

At 72, the director of the United
States Mediation and Concilia-
tion Service, figures he will al-
ways have a strong attachment
for the fishing pcols and the
wooded countryside of the Mari-
time Provinces, his native land,

The, man who has been either
‘in the foreground or behind the
scenes, in the conciliation in every
major labor dispute in the United
States in recent years .., he often
stops them before they start ...
s still in love with the “people,
tralls, streems, and peaceful at-
mosphere” of his boyhood land.

Mr. Ching, who was born ‘six
miles from Souris” on Prince Ed-
ward Island, manages to make
three trips north each year. He
holds membership in New Bruns-
wick and other fishing clubs, and
has missed going during only five
years of his half century in the
United States.

But as he sat in his office and
talked of the Tobique and Mira-
machi rivers, there was little time
for dreaming. In his pockets were
plane reservations for California.

In the two weeks to come ther:
were a dceen speeches to be made
to laborites and industrial men.

University students are waiting
for his wisdom en labor and man-
agement rumblings, There are dis-
cussions pending with his own
west coast offices,

Ching welccmed the post he
holds today by appointment of
President Truman. It is his phil-
osophy to ‘“serve the country
which has given me such opport-
unity.”

Held ‘Prominent Posts

The former Prince Edward Is-
jander was already on top of the
ladder when his present post was
created in August, 1047. He had
already been assistant to the
president of the Boston Elevated
Company and of
dustrial relations for the United
States Rubber Company in New
York City.

end to Ching's obligations In the
affair,

wife, “a better salmon fisherman
than myself,” will go along.
