Perhaps the worst thing to be
said against duplicate bridge s
that legitimate boldness, either in
the bidding or the play, is often
punished severely rather than re-
warded. Observe this sad case:

South, dealer.
Neither side vulnerable.
Match-point duplicate.
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South West North Bast

Every West opened the heart
king, and at seven of the eight
tables continued with the heart ace
or queen, After that the various
declarer merely gave up a trick to
the trump king and could claim
the balance.

One West however, tried to de-
feat the four-spade contract. He
shifted at the second trick to his
singleton diamond. Then, when de-
clarer played to the spade ace and
retwrned a spade toward dummy,
this West put up the spade king
and 'mderled his remaining heart
hon' #, his hope being to find East
with the heart Jack. Then a dia-
mond return would, of course, let
West ruff for the setting trick.
‘In view of the fact that there
was a fifty per cent charce that
East held the heart jack — so
minor a card would not have af-
fected the bidding one way or the
other — this particular West de-
served better luuck! A fifty per
cent chance to defeat the contract
was surely worthwhile, even at
duplicate, when the cost could be
no more than thirty points if the
play went wrong.
