SERIOUS CLASHES WITH STRIKE

RETURNED SOLDIER BEATEN

Military Forces Kept Continually on

Staple Articles of

Clothing Should
Declim_a_ Very Soon

OTTAWA, June 9.—The cost of liv-
ing commissioner is laying a report
before the Minister of Labor, which
shows that the prices of textiles and
staple articles of clothing should de:
cline in thenear future. The ordinary
story of the salesmen, of such good:
is that prices are going higher than
ever before. In view of such alarming
stutements, preliminary investigations
have been made into the matter. In-
tormation collected “from the leadiny
manufacturers shows conclusively
that insofar as the price of the goods
at the mill affects the situation, these
statements are utterly misleading.

The situation regarding woolens
and worsteds is that Canada is more!
heavily supplied with the raw mater-
ial than ever in her history and the
pricp for the same is very much lower
than last fall. The finished cloth ‘i3
now coming on the market more free
ly than when the looms were engaged
in weaving khaki cloth, and the cloth
sold this spring by the manufacturer
which should reach the wearer this
fall was sold at lower prices than the
material sold last season.

Trying to Unload

In many cases Canadian cloth tor
suitings and overcoatings is going for-
ward for sale at an eight to ten per
cent decrease. Apparently the middie-
men are loaded with old stocks of the

higher priced materials which they
desire to sell the public at the old
prices. It is particularly unfortunate

that returned soldiers should he stam-
peded into buying by such false rum-
ors, when by waiting a little/time for
part of their outfit, they would have
heen able to buy at better advanjage.
These tales are causing an artifieial
and unhealthy domand upon the mark-
¢t which in taurn causes inflated pri-
ces. .

Cottons Down, Todo

In the case, of cottons the manufac-
turers’ prices have also declined since
last fall and the stocks coming ahead
for retail sale have cost the middle-
man decidedly less than earlier stock.
The retail priceyof such commoditios
should be reduced. ™'

Evidence at hand so far indicates
that a moderation of profits should al-
low an immediate drop in prices. In
addition to large and inereasing manu-
facturers’ profits the middlemen have
added a very heavy percentage of pro-
fit to the manufacturers’ prices.

Evidence given in the report shows
that in many cases the retail price is
Nore than double the manufacturer’
prices. The margin taken by the mid
dlemen is greater than the whole am-
ount that went to the farmer, manu-
facturer and laborer. There are even
cases of this shown where the goods
were purchased direct from the manu-
macturer by the retailer.

This prelimingry report will be tab-
led before the House committee on
the cost of living. Further reports on
these commodities will he made later
