erseas,

view by the Government.

Capt. Tucker said the delegation
magde a good presentation of
claims of members. He told the
delegation their claims would re-
ceive the same consideration as
had been given similar demands
from Y.M.C.A. and other supervis-
crs, to merchant seamen and to
others.

While concessions had been giv-
en to overseas supervisors and to
merchant seamen, nothing similar
had been done for the firefight-
ers, said Capt. Tucker.
