bury, Conn. Mr. Hoyt's business
i{s making hats and those who
notice ads in The Harness Horse
or Hoof Beats will see them ad-
vertised. Two years ago last fall
he bought a yearling at the Har-
risourg, Pa., sale. He liked the
Jook of it and pald $2,600 for him.
Others there paid nearly ten times
as much for yearlings from the
same farm. Hoyt thought it would
do him good to get more of the out
of doors so he started training the
youngster himself. They liked each
other and Demon Hanover con-
stantly improved. The result was
that he became the first and only
amateur owner-trainer-driver to
win the biggest stake in trotting—
the Hambletonian of 1948. Before
the race he refused an offer of
$75,000 for his horse and ' they
dubbed him the “mad hatter from
Danbury.” Before that he had
been offered $50,000 by Hanover
Shoe Farms, They belleved he
had the winner but they lhad no
¢aith in his abllity to handle the
horse. They went so far as to of-
fer to train the horse free, pay
all expenses and return him ' to
Hoyt after the Hemblctonlan, It
was then that the big price of
$75,000 was offered. He was &
straight heat winner and the colt
that he pald $2,600 for won him
almost $57,000, and could probably
be sold for $75,000 today. Quite
a suocess stoty, you will admit.

Albert F. S8chmidt, a hotel de-
tective, told the jury he followed
the woman when she entered the
hotel and that Heidler later phoned

When the girl failed to leave
after the call, he sad, he and the
manager went to the player's
room.
