HOUSEHOLD HINTS

When lace curtains and casement
eurtains require sticks to be put in
the top or lower hems the sticks
often get mixed up in the material
en account of rough ends.

Pour into crumb ple
erust, Cover with meringue, made
by beating egg whites untll stiff
and adding sugar. Bake until
brown in a moderate oven (350 de-
grees F.), Chill before serving.
