Law Enforcement

There had been no notable omis-
slon in tha Throne Speech com-
pared with the speech last year, he
said, inasmuch as no referpnce
had been made to law enforcement.
Mr. Campbell contrasted the Pro-
vincial Police force which was or-
ganized under him as Attorney
General, with the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police, The more he
looked over the iwo rocords, he
said, the more pardonable pride he
felt in the achievements of the
Provineial Police during the first
six or elght months of its organ-
ization. The Provincial Police force
werp Islanders and they did the
work at less expense and with few-
er men. They had been criticised by
the Conservatives. Now i“when the
“wesivn  importations” have been
brought here in the persons of the
Mounted Police the government
supporters put up their hands in
horror at any criticlsm being offer-
ed, Mr. Campbell complained.

“Brawls and escapades” in the
Queens County Jall and disturb-
ances in the other jalls were
charged as having occurred under
'the present government, The ad-
I ministration of tha jalls and par-
ticularly Queens County Jail had
become a fiasco, he declared.
