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i} OUR SCHOOLS
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In the addresses given at the closing exercises in
Prince of Wales College the stirrings of the new move-
ment in education were very apparent. The need of
better equipment on the part of the teachers, the need
of more interest on the part of the parents: the need of
better housing for the schools were emphasized.” The
importance of laying foundations, of more thoroughly
training the children in the clementary subjects was
touched upon and the fact clearly pointed out that
without efficient teachers it is impossible to have satis-|
factory primary schools, impossible also to receive . as
satisfactory results from Prince of. Wales College as
would be the case were the students thoroughly trained
in the primary schools.

Prince of Wales College has long been looked upon
as one of the foremost educational institutions in Ca-
nada. Its students for many years past have been
going out to fill places of distinction in all professions.
These students came from the elementary schools,
many of them from the country. It was very largely
on the training that they received in these schools that
their success in Prince of Wales College and in their
professional career. depended,

The bane of our schools for many ycars past has
been the insufficiency of the salaries paid to tcachers,
A generation ago the salarics paid to tcachers, although
not as large as at presents were, (in comparison with
the remuneration in other employments, fairly gene-
rous. Since then, however, salaries i all other cal-
lings have increased. The average employee on the
farm, in the store, in the factory has almost if ‘not
quite doubled his wages. With this increase the salaries
paid to tcachers have not kept pace and for that rea-
son other employments and other professions have at-
tracted our best young men leaving the schools largely
in the hands of women, most of ‘them young and re-
maining’in the: profession only until a more remunera-
tive position offers. And the waiting is usually of
short duration especially for the ambitious and the
capable.

Within the past few years the government -has
done much to remedy this condition. As far.as the
meagre’ revenue of the province” would permit they.
have increased the teacher’s salaries  and offered -
ducéments and encouragements by way of bonuses
for cfficiency ete,, Yet, notwithstanding these ad-
ditions the fact remains that' the salaries available to
teachers and the inducements to remain in the pro-
fession are in many cases less attractive than the many
other opportunities which are open to them and the re-
sult, even in the face of recent improvements is that a
very large proportion of our schools must remaih for
some time to come in the hands of young teachers who
remain in the profession only until a better vocation
presents itself,

Is there no remedy ? The government has increas-
ed its annual grant for education to a point at which
it has been accused of extravagance; has increased it
practically to the limit of its resources compatible with
its obligations in other directions, The remedy then
lies in the haids of the people. Those school districts
which are sufficiently interested in the education of
their children must pay the price, must so  increase
their supplement to the teacher’s salary as to secure the
best teacher available and to retain his services when
secured. And such an undertaking on the part of a
school district and in such a cause should not be too

much to expect., The. education of the children. the
preparation of them for life’s duties is surely of infin-
itely’ more value

in usefulness or uselessness, in good or bad citizenship
according as we prepare them for their life’s work.
The efficiency of our schools is the measure of thel
preparation we give our children, and that efficiency.
will depend very la“ﬁly on the liberality with which
