Only 460 cases of eggs were re-
ceived by the 64 registered egg
grading stations in Prince Edward
Island last week — the decline is
typical of that experienced in the
other Maritime Provinces.

There were sufficient early hatch-
ed chicks on Prince Edward Island
to be making a far better show-
ing than that prevailing. Febru-
ary and March hatched chicks
shculd now be laying — if they are
not, then onc can only surmise that
the flock owner was indifferent to
their care — that's poor business!
In the meantime, get busy! Feed
cod liver ofl! Plan next year to
benefit by the mistakes or indif-
ference of this year so that aext
fall you will have eggs when prices
are at their peak. Do your part
in feeding — the pullet will do
her part in laying.
