FURTHER PARTICULARS.—On Fri
day evening last, at about ten o'clock,
while a couple of the crew of the schr.
“Vere B. Roberts” were pouring gaso-
line from a 5 gallon can into the tank
which feeds the deck engine, the fumes
from the gasoline caught fire from the
lantern held by one of the men. In
a few seconds the flames had spread
over the deck and had caught in the
sails which were already on fire. The
captain and crew, fearing that the
flames would get into contact with
their large tank of gasoline and cause
an explosion, lost no time in getting
into their gasoline launch and quitting
the vessel. The flames spread so rap-
idly that the captain did not  have
time to go~into his cabin where he
had a  considerable sum of money,
which he was obliged
don. At the time of the accident it
was dead calm and the schooner was
lying at anchor about three hundred
yards west of “Tryon Shoals” about
five miles off Crapaud Harbor buoy, in
about six fathoms of water. The Vere
B. Roberts, hails from Parrsboro, N.
S., and was bound for Bay Chaleur
with coal from Sydney. She was a ves-
sel of 124 tonsg register, and carried
between two and three hundred tons
of coal. Shortly before the accident
she had gone ashore on Pictou reefe,
and had to discharge about one hun-
dred tons of her coal there. After get-
ting off the reefs it was found that she
was leaking considerably and they had
to use the pumps at intervals. The
pumps were worked by the deck en-
gine which had rum short of gasoling
and which the crew were supp]ymg
witen the accident occurred| It is under
stood that there was no insurance on
the vessel and that the loss was over
$4000. The cargo, however, was cov-
ered by insurance. All day Saturday
the vessel was still burning, the coal
having caught fire. The captain and
crew landed at Victoria and on Satur-
day morning left on their launch for®
Cape . Tormentine. The Brant was
alongside the bruning schooner from
Saturday until she sank about 8§ a.
