U. 8. Born King—
of Sark Island

LONDON, July 1—(CP) —The
American-born King of Sark Is-
land. among the Channel Islands—
two of which were occupied by
German troops yesterday—is his
ma{esty Bob Hathaway,

It was not immediately known
whether Sark Island ltself was
taken by the Germans—as were
ouern.sei; and Jersey—but all com-
munication with the island has
been cut off.

The .only United States-born
foreign sovereign, Hathaway be-
came ruler of the little island in
1930 when he married the widowed

Dame de Serk, otherwise Mrs.
Sibyl Collings Beaumont, whose
ancestors had ruled Sark since
1852.

Hathaway was born in East Or-

ange, N. J. 53 years ago. In hls
rule over the ancient island, 22
miles off the coast of France,

Hathaway is (or was) independent
of King Geoige gnd the British
Government, neither pays nor col-
lects taxes for England, and has
his own parliagnent of 52 members.
In fact, every 12th person on the
island is a member of parllament.
His kingdom s 3 1-2 miles long
and 1 1-2 miles wide,
