14 cup sugar

14 cup water

3% teaspoon salt

214 tablespoons cornstarck

1, cup cold water

Tart shells, baked

METHOD: Measure: one cup of
the less attractive berries and wash,
hull, and crush them, Reserve the
other berries and leave them whole
Add the sugar, %-cup water and
salt to the crushed berries and
heat this sloyly to the boiling
point, stirring to dissolve the sugar.
Then remove from the heat and
strain the mixture, Return to the
stove and add the cornstarch that
has been mixed to a paste with the
%-cup cold water. Bring this to
the boiling point and cook until
the mixture is thickened. Cool
slightly.

Wash and hull the remaining
whole berries and divide them up
in baked tart shells evenly, Pour
the strawberry glaze over these and
allow to cool so that the glaze will
set before serving.
