Orders Inquiry Into
Mental Hospitals

TORONTO, = Sept. 8—Premier
Hepburn today created a Royal
Commission of enquiry as a prob-
able forerunner to a sweeping in-
yestigation into  Ontarlo mental
hospitals to determine whether
sane persons are being detained
in the institutions.

MARKET FOR FEEDSTUFFS IN

THE BRITISH WEST INDIES

Since most of the arable land is
devoted to production of sugar
cane, or cocoa, live-stock owners
in the British West Indies have to
rely on imported feedstuffs for their
dairy cattle, horses, and mules,
writes A. Newman, Assistant
Trade Commissioner at Port of
Spain, Trinidad, in the current is-
sue of the Commercial Intelligence
Journal, Linseed oilcake meal, oats,
bran, and middlings are the im=
ported . feedstuffs which are of
interest to Canadian shippers.

Linseed oilcake meal is the main
product used for dairy cattle feed.
In 1929-30 Barbados was the lead-
ing export market for = Canadian
linseed cake meal, but receipts of

Canadian  supplies have since
dwindled although total Iimports
have increased. The decline has
been more than balanced by in-
creased imports from the United
States. There has been a similar

change in the other British West
Indies markets, due to the low
grl:ce of United States oil meal.

ring the last three- months im-
ports from Canada have shown a
moderate increase.

Canada is the leading source of
supply for imports of oats into the
British West Indies. According to
value imports of oats from Can-
ada and:total imports in 1937 were

as follows: Trinidad, $60,601 and
$96,242; Barbados, $50,385 and
$116,623; British Guiana, $24.760

and $39,400 respectively. A moder-
ate amount of timothy hay is im-
ported from Canada by Trinidad
and Barbados.

Recall Victory
of U. 8. Captain
In War 1912

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Sept, 9—Re-
preseniative Canadians will join
with Americans Sept. 10 at Put-in.
Bay, on South Bass Island, about
60 miles west of this Lake Erle port,
to honor the memecry of Oliver Haz-
ard Perry. :

Perry was the resourceful 27 year
old captain from :Newport, R. I,
who commanded the United States
ships that defeated and captured
the British flotilla in these waters

Sept. 10, 1813, and gave the United
States complete control of Lake
Ere for the rest of the War of
1812-15. Perry’s personal braver;
and strategy contributed much to
his victory, His good luck was a
factor, too.

American historians declare that
by this defeat of Capt. Robert H,
Barclay, a gallant hero who had
los; an arm fighting under Nelson
at Trafalgar, Perry won for the
United States an empire in itself—
territory now included in western
Pennsylvania, northern Ohio and
all of Michigan, Wisconsin and Min-
nesota.

At Put-in-Bay where Penay kept
vigil while the British coasted down
rom the Canadian shore, rises a
317 foot shaft of New England grane
ite, the Perry Memorial, In its base
rest the bodies of six officers killed
in the battle of 125 years ago —
three Americans and ‘three British,
Losses among the rank and file of
the sailors on both sides were com-
paratively heavy,

Ships Ill-Manned

Of this “Battle of Lake Erie”
William Wood, the Canadian his-
torian writes:

“In September, 1813, the scene of
action shitted to the west, where
the British were trying to keep the
command of Lake Erie, while the
Americans were trying to wrest it
from them. Capt. Oliver Perry,
first-rate American officer, was
Presque-isle (now Erie, Pa) com-
leting his flotilla. He had his
roubles, of course, eslxl)eclally with
the militia garrison, who would not
do their proper tour of duty....But
luckily for Perry, his opponent,
Capt, Barclay of the Royal Navy, an
gx;ear et.c a.m}l e(:pwble youfng officer

, Was ca. upon to face worse
troubles still,

“Barclay, was, indeed, the first to
get afloat. But he had to-give up
the blockade of Presque'isle, and so
let Perry out, ause he had th
rawest of crews, the scantiest of
et};lipmenz and nothing left to eat,
Then, when he ran back to Am-
herstburg (Canada) he found Proc-
ter (the British military command-
er) also facing a state of semi-star-
L vation with usands of Indiam
families clamoring for food. Thus
there was no other choice but eith-
er to fight or starve,

So lay sailed out with his
six little Brifish vessels, armed by
the odds and ends of whatever ord-
nance could be spared from Am-
herstburg and manned b
any crews but sallors. en  his
flagship Detroit had only 10 real
seamen, all told. Ammunition was
likewise very scarce and so defect-
ive the guns had to be fired by the
flash of a pistol,

“Perry also had a makeshift flo-
tilla, partly manned by ts from
Harrison's army. But on the whole,
the odds in his favor were fairly
shown by the number of vessels in
the respective flotillas—nine Amer-
fcan against the British six.
